Samford Tennis Fixtures – Players Code/Rules Of Play


General

Fixture Players must be STC members. An exception is made when a fill-in plays in lieu of no available fixture players. If this occurs more than twice in the season the fill-in must become an STC member.

Play Starts at 7:00 pm unless otherwise shown on the draw
Fee for each player including fill-ins is $10

New balls to be used each night

Court owners receive $10

Unless agreed between both teams before a game starts, long deuces are to be played
Two singles and two doubles are played each night (4 sets) except for Group 4 and doubles only fixtures where 3 sets are played.
Unless agreed between both teams, players of the same designation (1 or 2) must play each other in singles.

The team at whose end the ball has landed is responsible for the line call. If unsure the point should be replayed.

In doubles, team members can swap courts (advantage or deuce) after a set but not during a set.
Team winning the toss has choice to serve or receive; losing team has choice of ends

In normal fixtures Serving rotates so each team has a first serve for both singles and doubles.
In Double Fixtures serving rotates through each player in turn unless otherwise agreed between teams before play starts.
Unless otherwise agreed between players, a change of ends should occur after each odd numbered game.

Tie Breaks
A 7 Point tie break at 5 all is played and continues until one team has a 2 point advantage. 
First Server in tie-break is the one whose turn it is to serve next.

All tie breaks start with one serve from deuce court then two serves each, starting from the advantage court until tie break is decided

Scores
For normal fixtures 10 points are available except Group 4 where 8 points are available. 2 points are allocated for each set won and 2 points are allocated to the team winning most games.
For Doubles Fixtures 2 points are allocated for winning a set. No points are allocated for most games won. 
In the finals, the team winning the most sets is the winner. Should both teams win equal sets and games, e.g., 2 sets each and 20 games each, then a tie break will be played to determine the winner

The captain on the winning team is responsible for ensuring the scores are e-mailed to Peter Rhind  (peter-rhind@bigpond.com, 3289 1983) or left in the clubhouse in the green dish marked Tennis Scores.
Scores must include date, group, team numbers and full names of players including all fill-ins.
Scores should be submitted no later than Friday PM each week.

Washouts

Before the start time the team captains can discuss and decide whether to play or not if conditions are marginal or there is a strong probability of a wash out.  The captains are responsible for notifying their team partner.

In wet conditions play can be suspended at the request of one team. For play to commence, recommence or continue both teams must agree.

Points for completed sets stand
Points for washed out sets are divided,
Where some sets are washed out and some completed the 2 points for most games are divided between both teams. 
Wash outs MUST also be notified whether total or partial.
Fill-ins
A player not able to play is responsible for organizing an appropriate fill-in. In order of priority this should be;

· The fill-ins listed,

· A same number player from the group on a bye
· A different number player from the group on a bye 

· A similar standard player from another group

· A similar standard player from elsewhere. In this case no rankings are calculated.

· As a last resort contact your Group Co-ordinator
A fill-in need not play all games.

Fees

Money should be collected before play commences and deposited in the mail slot in the door at the club house in the Village.

A note of players in arrears should also be attached.
Unless otherwise agreed the captain of the winning team is responsible for collecting and depositing Fees.
